UVODNI SLOVO

Ackoliv se to na prvni pohled nezda, jednim z nejdiskutovanéjSich mo-
mentl pfi pripravé vSech dosavadnich ro¢nikd mezinarodniho Sympozia
umeéleckoprimyslovych Skol Libereckého kraje bylo urceni témat, ktera mu-
sela v jednoduché a pfitom pregnantni formulaci stanovit spole¢nou vad¢i
myslenku pro tvirci zaméreni kazdého ze sympozii ve viech vypsanych obo-
rech umélecké cinnosti. V predchazejicich rocnicich to byly Stopy, Doteky
a Zivly, castnici letoniho sympozia vytvéreli sva dila na neméné umélecky
i filosoficky zajimavé téma Kontrasty.

Jiz samotna interpretace slova kontrast nabizi fadu moznosti. V cesting,
v angli¢ting, francouzsting, némciné i v zapomenuté latiné ma v podstaté
obdobny vyznam zasadniho protikladu ¢i rozporu, italské contrasto znaci
navic rovnéz spor, hadku nebo zapas. V obdobném smyslu v podstaté cha-
pe toto slovo i filosofie, kterd jej povazuje za vyraz postihujici aktivni napéti mezi dvéma krajnimi poly.
V déjinach uméni bychom nasli bezpocet pfikladd, kdy protikladné vztahy dvou vytvarnych — stejné jako
literarnich nebo hudebnich — prvkd jsou zakladem nesmirné pasobivych uméleckych dél. Pro ilustraci
pfipomernme tfeba slohové obdobi baroka s kontrasty konvexnich a konkavnich stén v architekture, nebo
s dramatickou hrou svételnych kontrastd v malifstvi.

Ucastnici letodniho sympozia pistupovali k danému tématu Kontrasty pochopitelné predevsim z po-
hledu svého mladi. Néktefi s programovou snahou po vécném nebo vytvarném vyjadreni uvedeného
zadani, jini viceméné intuitivné, dalsi vsadili na emocionadlni vinu. Stejné jako v minulych ro¢nicich nechy-
béli ani letos autofi ¢i autorky, ktefi tvorili se spontanni radosti, se slozité sofistikovanou spekulaci nebo
s prilisnou velkorysosti, vyskytli se i jedinci, ktefi ur¢ené téma s bohémskym nadhledem pominuli. Lecko-
ho ze zUcastnénych zaskocila ¢asova tisen, dalsim zkomplikovala tvorbu naro¢nost nezndmé technologie,
jinym se stal prekazkou k lepSimu vysledku pfilisny tvarci temperament. V nékolika pfipadech Ize bohuzel
najit i rozpor mezi charakterem dila, jeho nazvem a technologickym zamérenim zvolené dilny.

To v3ak nic neméni na situaci, ze podstatou velké vétsiny vyslednych praci byla upfimna snaha po nekon-
vencnim vyjadreni obecného zadani, které se prostfednictvim originalnich realizaci proménilo v nesporné
zajimavé exponaty zavérecné vystavy. Oziveni ve srovnani s vystavami z pfedchozich ro¢nikd prinesly pra-
ce z obord serigrafie a produktového designu, ale také vysledky z , tradi¢nich” dilen presvédcivé potvrdily,
ze uméleckoprimyslové skoly Libereckého kraje nabizeji kvalitni pedagogické a inspirativni tvirci zazemi

Though it may not seem so at first glance, one of the most highly discussed moments during the
preparation of the International Symposium of Schools of Applied Arts by the Liberec Region is determi-
ning the topic, which has to express a common major concept for the creative focus of everyone at the
Symposium, in all the announced fields of art in a simple, but explicit form. In previous years these topics
were Imprints, Touches and Elements. The participants of this year’s Symposium created their works on
the no less artistic and philosophically interesting topic of Contrasts.

Even the word contrast can be interpreted in a wide range of ways. In Czech, English, French, German
and now forgotten Latin it basically has the same meaning of a fundamental opposite or discrepancy.
The Italian contrasto also indicates dispute, argument or struggle. This word is philosophically perceived
in a similar sense, i.e. it is considered to express active tension between two extreme poles. We can find
many examples in the history of art when opposing relations between two elements of art (or literature

or music) are a basis for an immensely impressive work of art. The Baroque period, with its contrasts of
convex and concave walls in architecture or the dramatic play of contrasting light in its art, is a characte-
ristic example.

Understandably the participants of this year’s Symposium approached the set topic of Contrasts most-
ly from the perspective of their youth; some with the overt effort to materially or artistically express the
specified assignment, others more or less intuitively, while still others relied on the wave of emotions. As
in previous years, there were authors who created with spontaneous pleasure, sophisticated speculation
or excessive munificence. There were also people who disregarded the set topic with Bohemian deta-
chment. Quite a few participants were caught off guard by having too little time. The work of others was
complicated by the demands of unfamiliar technologies, while still others found their excessively creative
temperament an obstacle to achieving a better result. Unfortunately, in several cases there was conflict
between the nature of the work, its name and the technological specialisation of the chosen workshop.
But despite all this the resulting work was based on a sincere effort to unconventionally express the
general assignment, which was transformed into indisputably fascinating exhibits for the final exhibition
through innovative realisation. In comparison to exhibitions from previous years, there was a resurgence
of serigraphic work and product design and the results of the “traditional” workshops also convincingly
confirmed that schools of applied art in the Liberec Region offer high-quality pedagogic and inspiring
creative facilities for contemporary tuition meeting present-day requirements.

Leto3ni Sympozium zastihlo 8kolu ve znameni pfiprav na oslavy 250. vyroci novoborského 3kolstvi.
Pouze 3est let po povyseni Haidy na mésto, v roce 1763, zde zfidil viderisky dvdr vzhledem k rychlému
rdstu obchodu piaristickou 3kolu, ktera vychovavala déti sklarskych Femeslinikd. Skola byla vzdy Gzce spja-
ta s vyvojem sklarstvi v regionu. Plsobilo zde mnoho vyjimec¢nych odbornikd a pedagogu, za viechny
jmenujme alespori Stanislava Libenského. Soucasna podoba sklarskych obord skoly je zcela ojedinélym
celkem, kdy v arealu v Revolu¢ni ulici jsou soustfedény viechny stupné sklarského vzdélavani: trileté uc-
Rovské FemesIné obory, ¢tytleté maturitni obory a pomaturitni studium VOS skla¥ské. V ramci doplitkové
¢innosti Skola organizuje pro zajemce také kurzy vyroby a zuslechtovani skla.

This year’s symposium reached the school in making preparations for the celebrations of the 250th
anniversary of schooling in Novy Bor. Just six years after Haida had gained town rights in 1763, the Pia-
rist school educating glassmakers” children was there established by the Viennese court due to the rapid
growth of trade. The school was always interwoven with the development of the local glassmaking.
Among outstanding professionals and pedagogues there was active e.g. Stanislav Libensky. The actual
form of the glassmaking subjects of the school is a quite unique complex including all degrees of the
glass education in the Revolu¢ni street: three-year apprentice craft subjects, four-year maturita subjects
and post-maturita studies of the Higher Professional Glass School. Additional activities of the school
include also workshops of glassmaking and decorating for takers.

Sklarska hut

Skolni hut v Revolu¢ni ulici byla srdcem Sympozia po celou dobu jeho konani, kdy zde vznikaly viechny
potfebné tvary pro ostatni sklarské dilny. Ve skolni huti realizovali sva dila Zaci a studenti ze vsech tfi sklar-
skych 3kol Libereckého kraje a také studenti z bulharské Sofie, ktefi zde pfi pfilezitosti Sympozia tvofili jiz
poctvrté. Mimoradny byl také zajem patronl o tvorbu na huti. Ru¢ni vyroba skla je tradi¢nim femeslem
typickym pro oblast Novoborska a je jen radostné, Ze v soucasné dobé znovu stoupa poptavka po zdat-
nych foukacich skla ze strany majitelQ sklarskych firem.

Glassworks

The school hot shop in Revolu¢ni Street was the hearth of the Symposium throughout its holding.
It was also the site of origin for all necessary objects for other glassmaking workshops. In the school
workshop students from all three glass schools of the Liberec region as well as from Sofia, Bulgaria, who
worked there as participants of the Symposium already for the fourth time, created their works. The
interest of patrons in the hot shop work was extraordinary. The glass hand manufacture is a traditional
craft typical for the Novy Bor region and a positive fact that actually the demand of skilled glass blowers
grows from the owners of glass companies.

Malba skla

Jednou z nejtypictéjSich technik zuslechtovani skla v oblasti Novoborska je malba skla. Celkem sedm
23kl a studentd ceskych i zahrani¢nich vyuZivalo nékterou ze tfi Skolnich maliren, které jsou urceny
rznym stupntm sklarského vzdélavani v malbé skla: u¢novskému, maturitnimu a oboru vyssi odborné
Skoly Tvorba uméleckého skla. Velmi cenné jsou pro mladé tvlrce tohoto oboru moznosti stazi ve fir-
mach u vyznamnych vytvarnikd.

Glass Painting

One of the most typical techniques of glass decorating in the Novy Bor region. Altogether seven
Czech and foreign students worked at one of three school painting workshops designated for different
educational stages of glass painting training: for apprentices, students of secondary and higher professio-
nal glass schools — subject Art Glass Creation. The possibility of practical training in companies with out-
standing artists is quite valuable for young makers. Egermann Co. Ltd. became a patron of the workshop
and not only awarded a student of the school with a material and financial gift, but also with professional
practical training.

Zpracovani plochého skla

Zpracovani plochého skla sice neni samostatnym studijnim oborem novoborské sklarské skoly, aviak
témér vsichni zaci a studenti rozli¢nych zaméreni se s nim v pribéhu realizaci svych praci setkavaji. Dilny
na zpracovani plochého skla jsou vybaveny fusingovymi pecemi na spékani skla, stoly na fezani skla a na
skladani klasickych vitrazi do olova.

Flat Glass Processing

Although flat glass processing is not a separate study subject of the glass school in Novy Bor, almost all
of the students of different specialisations meet it when manufacturing their works. Flat glass processing
workshops are equipped with kilns for glass fusing, glass cutting tables and tables for assembling flat
glass into lead. Here the students also meet the Tiffany technique. The professional jury reached the agre-
ement with the patron in awarding the work of Kamila Dura¢ova, a glass painting student of the school
in Novy Bor, who won an award for her objects “Trilobites and Ara”. She won a CZK 5 000 voucher for
a fusing technique class from the TGK Company, who were the patron of the workshop.

It
evokes a friendly environment of studio production. All common techniques of glass hot shaping can be
realised there, including off-hand glass shaping as a distinctive technique from the Zelezny Brod region.
New artistic and technological solutions appear thanks to creativity, invention and the ability of fearless
students to experiment. The foursome of symposiasts created different utility and decorative glassware in
collaboration with glass craftsmen on the topic of “Contrasts”. The Hot Shaped Glass Award was given
to Marcela Silhdnové for her hot shaped set of utility glass objects called “Geometry in Colour”. Jakub
Mendel was awarded the Patron Award for his set of decorative objects.

Brouseni - tavena plastika

3D printed models made of ABS plastic and posters with visualisations were
the real outputs of the Symposium at the department of Product Design. The Patron Award was given to
Antonin Linka for his sculpture “Strom — Stroj” (The Tree — Machine) produced by 3D print.

V dilné svételnych objektd se Ucastnici zabyvali konstrukci svitidel, prostorovych osvétleni, svételnych
objektd, solitér za pouziti kovu, skla a jinych hmot. Samotné konstruovani svitidel je zajimavou komplex-
ni ¢innosti, pfi niz se Ucastnici mohli seznamit se zpracovanim kov{ napt. svafovanim, tepanim nebo ko-
vanim. Dale méli moznost obrabét rozmanité druhy materiald, zpracovavat sklenéné ¢asti napt. lehanim
skla, slinovanim a tavenim do formy, pripadné vyuzit prvk( skla foukaného. Zaci maji moznost vytvorit
svitidlo od svého navrhu, pres konstrukci a projit tak celym procesem vyroby. Obor jim umozriuje poznat
vyrobu jak samotnych sklenénych komponentd, tak vsech ostatnich ¢asti svitidla. Patronem dilny se stala
mistni firma Preciosa Lustry.

Lighting objects

In the lighting object workshop Symposium participants were engaged in the construction of lights,
spatial lightings, lighting objects and three-dimensional objects made from metal, glass and other ma-
terials. The lighting objects construction itself is an interesting and complex activity that includes several
techniques of metal treatment such as welding, hammering and wroughting. The participants also had
the opportunity to work with different kinds of materials, and to work with glass using many technigues
including glass slumping, mould melting and working with blown glass. Students have got an opportuni-
ty to create their own lighting objects, to bring ideas and turn them in real art objects. The location of the
school and the local tradition allow the students to continually be present during the creation, developing
process and finishing of the objects in one place. They learn everything about how the glass components
and other parts of lighting are made, at school. The local factory Preciosa Lustry has become a patron of
this workshop.

Brouseni skla a ryti skla

Zakladem prace v této dilné jsou zkuSenosti ziskané pfi kresebné pripravé a modelovani. Brouseni
a ryti skla jsou velmi staré techniky, znamé jiz z fimskych dob. Princip téchto technik se od té doby pfrili3
nezménil. Zménily se ale stroje, nastroje a materialy, které umoznuji zakdm, studentdim a vytvarnikm
realizovat naprosto soudobé vytvarné nazory. Pfi brouseni se mohou kombinovat rlizné postupy prace
na tradi¢nich, ale také na diamantovych nastrojich. VVychozi surovinou maze byt blok skla, nebo vybrané
duté tvary. Technologie pouzivané pfi brouseni skla je mozné vyuzivat i v ramci dilny ryti skla. Rytecka
dilna je viak specificka tim, ze navrhy se provadgji rytim na meédénych, kamennych a diamantovych ko-
touccich pomoci ryteckych stroji, nebo pomoci ru¢ni htidele. Ryti skla je na rozdil od brouseni skla vice
zaméreno na detail a realistické zobrazeni. Svou fantazii Zaci mohou uplatnit pfi navrhovani jak rytych
predmétd, tak vitrazi. V posledni dobé dochazi v celém svété k vyraznému zvyseni zajmu o brouseni a
ryti skla. Nase zemé ma velikou vyhodu v tom, Ze tyto dvé techniky vzdy mély silnou pozici na odbornych
skolach a ve sklarské produkci.

Glass cutting and glass engraving

The basics for working in these workshops is experience gained during drawing and modelling le-
ssons. Glass cutting and engraving are very old techniques which have been known since the Roman
Empire period. The main principles of these techniques have not changed since then. What has changed
are the machines, tools and materials that allow students and artists to create fully contemporary ideas.
Glass cutting offers a combination of different approaches, some traditional, some modern, using dia-
mond wheels and tools. The initial material for this technique may be a block of glass or some specific
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blown glass shape. The engraving technique is similar to the cutting but it differs in its use of specific
engraving machines with small copper, stone or diamond wheels, or the use of a hand shaft. It is focused
on detail and realistic projection of far more than cutting. Students can use their imagination when crea-
ting an engraved work of art or stained glass. A rising interest in glass cutting and glass engraving can
be recently seen throughout the world. Our country is at an advantage thanks to the fact that these two
techniques have always been taught at schools and have been very important within glass production.
Patrons of factories Moser Karlovy Vary and Polpur, s.r.o. Turnov awarded their favourite artists among
the engravers and cutters with a material price.

Stfedni uméleckoprdmyslova skola a Vys3i odborna skoly v Jablonci nad Nisou byla zaloZzena roku
1880 v reakci na potreby rozvijejiciho se bizuterniho prdmyslu. PGvodné femesina Skola zamérena na vy-
uku kresleni, modelovani a cizelovani rozsifila postupné nabidku svych oborl o pasite, rytce, dekoratéry
a vyrobce bronzového zbozi. Pfes komplikovany historicky vyvoj, kterym Skola prochazela, se podafrilo
udrzet vysoky standard pripravy umélct specializujicich se na oblast bizuterniho prémyslu. V roce 1995
byla zaloZena Vy3si odborna skola, ktera nabizi obor Razena medaile a mince a vychazi tak vstric poza-
davktm rozvijejictho se medailérského pramyslu.

V soucasnosti skola nabizi dva studijni obory, Graficky design a Tvorbu a vzorovani bizuterie. Obor
Graficky design reaguje na aktualni potfebu vytvarné schopnych grafikd v oblasti propagacniho designu
a je zaméren na navrhovani a realizaci nejrliznéjSich propagacnich materiald. V oboru Tvorba a vzorovani
bizuterie studuji Zaci ve tfech zamérenich: Grafické a plastické ryti kov(, Kov a $perk a Design bizuterie
a modniho doplriku. Stfedni uméleckoprdmyslova skola a Vyssi odborna skoly v Jablonci nad Nisou od-
chovala celou fadu vyznamnych osobnosti ¢eské umélecké scény a je vyznamnou instituci podilejici se na

kulturnim dénf Libereckého kraje.

The Secondary School of Applied Art and College of Arts and Crafts in Jablonec nad Nisou was foun-
ded in 1880 in response to the needs of a fast growing jewellery industry . The crafts school was origi-
nally focused on teaching drawing, modeling and chiselling. Gradually the school extended its subjects
of study for girdlers, engravers, decorators and manufacturers of bronze goods. Despite the complicated
historical development, the school managed to maintain a high standard in preparation of artists for
jewellery industry. College of Arts and Crafts with Department of Minted Medals and Coins was foun-
ded in 1995.

In these days, the school offers two degree courses, Graphic Design and Creating and Pattern De-
signing of Jewellery. Department of Graphic Design responds to the current needs of artistically capable
graphic designers and focuses on the design of various promotional materials. Creating and Pattern
Designing of Jewellery is aimed at Graphic and Plastic Metal Engraving, Metal and Jewellery and Design
of Jewellery and a Fashion Accessory. The school met the demands of the developing medalist industry.
The Secondary School of Applied Art and College of Arts and Crafts in Jablonec nad Nisou has educated
a number of important personalities of the Czech art scene and it is an important institution involved in
the cultural life of the Liberec Region.
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Navlek — odévni doplnék

Tato prastara technika, kterou lidstvo napfic kulturami a staletimi pouziva k vyrobé bizuterie ¢i Sperku,
je v rdmci Sympozia pojata jako sou¢ast odévniho doplrku. Ucastnici, jimz byl jiz tradi¢né nabidnut Siro-
ky sortiment navlekového materialu rlznych tvard, velikosti i barev, se tohoto Ukolu zhostili s nemalou
vervou, pili a v neposledni fadé trpélivosti. Ve svych pracich mohli také uplatnit fadu dalSich povrchovych
Uprav, umoznéna jim byla i vyroba vlastnich sklenénych perli u kahanu a k dispozici byla rovnéz brusirna.
Patronem dilny byla spole¢nost Preciosa Ornela, a. s., ktera ocenila vSechny ucastniky.

Beadwork - fashion accessory

This ancient technique used by people across cultures and centuries for making jewellery is approa-
ched by participants of Symposium as part of a fashion accessory. Participants who have been traditio-
nally offered a wide range of stringing material of various shapes, sizes and colours, have handled their
creative tasks with considerable enthusiasm, diligence and, last but not least, patience. The artists could
also apply a variety of surface finishing techniques. They were allowed to make their own glass beads
from scratch, using a method called ,lampworking”. Glass grinding was also available as another possi-
bility of creative finishing.

Ryti kovl s naslednym tiskem

Ateliér ryti kovi ve Stfedni uméleckopriémyslové skole a Vy3si odborné skole v Jablonci nad Nisou ma
jiz bohaté zkuSenosti a své osvédcené techniky a postupy, které byly uplatnény i v ramci Sympozia 2013.
Rytina byla tvofena prevazné negativnim fezanim do duralovych matic netypické velikosti (o prliméru
200 mm) za pouriti thlovych brusek s teznymi a brusnymi kotouci. U¢astnici Sympozia také samozrejmé
vyuzivali klasického ryteckého nacini, tedy rydel, sekackd, tvarovych pilnik( a dalsich. Vysledné rytiny pak
byly pomodi lisu vyrazeny do slabého hlinikového plechu.

Metal engraving with subsequent printing

The studio of Metal Engraving of the Secondary School of Applied Art and College of Arts and Crafts
in Jablonec nad Nisou already has a wealth of experience, proven techniques and procedures, which were
also applied during Symposium 2013. The engraving was mostly made by negative cutting. Engravers
used angle grinders with cutting and grinding wheels to machine a matrix made of aluminium alloy in a
typical size (diameter 200 mm). The participants of Symposium also worked with classic engraving tools
called gravers, chisels, rifflers and needle files, among many others. Finally the finished engravings were
printed by press into thin aluminium sheets.

Serigrafie

Ateliér Grafického designu Stfedni uméleckopriimyslové skoly a Vy3si odborné skoly v Jablonci nad
Nisou je sympozijnim novackem. Sympozia se v roce 2013 Ucastni poprvé a nabizi Gcastniklim seznameni
s technikou serigrafie, tedy vytvareni originalnich uméleckych grafickych listd pomoci sitotisku. Barevné
kompozice vzesly z autorskych navrha Gcastnikl Sympozia. Slo o soutisky dvou az ¢tyr barev, a to v né-
kolika barevnych mutacich. Jedna z Ucastnic vytvorila michanim nékolika barev pfimo na situ efekt ba-
revného gradientu. U¢astnici prosli kompletni ptipravou pro tisk véetné pripravy sit, osvitu atd. Vysledné
grafické prace byly adjustovany do formatu A3.
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Serigraphy

The studio of Graphic Design of the Secondary School of Applied Art and College of Arts and Crafts
in Jablonec nad Nisou is a rookie in this field. Serigraphy took part in Symposium for the first time this
year and participants were offered the possibility to become familiar with its printing technique, which
uses a woven mesh to support an ink-blocking stencil to receive an original graphic artwork. Colour
compositions were chosen from the original designs of Symposium participants. They were created using
the trapping method, combining from two to four colours, and several colour versions were made. One
of the young artists was successful in creating an effect of the colour gradient by mixing several colours
directly on the sieve. Participants underwent a process of complete prepress preparation, including ne-
twork, exposure, etc. Final graphic works were adjusted to A3 paper size.

Zalozeni 8koly spada do konce 19. stoleti, pfesné do roku 1884, v tomto Skolnim roce tedy ceka Skolu
oslava jiz 130 let zaloZeni. Slava tzv. ,Sperkarny” se 3ifi po celé Evrop& i mimo ni jiz od Uplného zacat-
ku az po soucasnost. Studovala a vyucovala zde cela fada vyznamnych uméleckych osobnosti. Nejprve
se Skola specializovala na zpracovani drahych kamend a na vyrobu Sperk(, pozdéji se pridaly obory rytec-
tvi, kovarstvi a odlévani kovd. Od roku 2001 zde mohou absolventi maturitnich obord studovat také Vy3si
odbornou 3kolu v oboru Restaurovani kovd, mineralt a organolitl. Na této Skole také probiha bakalarské
studium ve spolupraci s VSCHT Praha, opét v oboru Restaurovani a konzervovani kova.

The school’s roots stretch back to the late 19th century, exactly to the year 1884. As the year of its
founding suggests, the school celebrates its 130th anniversary this year. The glory of the so called , Sper-
karna” has been spreading from its founding to the present day all over Europe and beyond. A wide
array of personalities have both studied and taught there. Initially, the school specialized in the treatment
of precious stones and the production of jewellery, which were soon followed by metal engraving,
blacksmithy and metal casting. Students can continue their studies at the Vocational College, which was
opened in 2001 and which offers education in the field of Restoration of Metals, Minerals and Organic
Compouds. It is also possible to study a bachelor degree programme (Restoration and Conservation of
Metals) that is arranged through the cooperation with the Institute of Chemical Technology in Prague.
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Kovarska a zamecnicka dilna

Vytvoreni uméleckého dila nékterou z kovarskych a zamecnickych technik se v ramci Sympozia 2013
ve Stredni uméleckoprdmyslové skole a Vyssi odborné 3kole v Turnové vénovalo 6 zakl z rliznych Skol.
Protoze se jedna o fyzicky narocnou praci, byli to i tentokrat sami mladi muzi. VSichni U¢astnici si privezi
jiz hotové navrhy a modely, podle kterych po konzultaci s vytvarnikem a dilenskym ucitelem v pomér-
né kratké dobé privadéli své dilo na svét. Patronem dilny a $tédrym sponzorem se stal pan Ing. Marco
Kyncl, viceprezident Komer¢ni slévarny v Turnové. Patronem nejvy3e ocenénym dilem se stala mechanicka
hracka , Kovafi” od Zaka z poradaijici Skoly Atilly Baltaeva, ale ocenény byly jesté dalsi tfi prace. Odborna
porota si v této diln& vybrala dilo ,Plastika na zrcadle” Toméage Vojtka, také Zzaka SUPS a VOS Turnov.
Velice vysoko byly hodnoceny i ostatni prace z&kd ze SUPS a VOS Jablonec nad Nisou, slovenského Zaka
ze Sukromnej skoly uzitkového vytvarnictva v Kremnici a zaka VOS, Gymnézia a SOSUP Svétla nad Saza-
voul.

Blacksmith and locksmith’s workshop

As part of the 2013 Symposium six students from different schools were brought together to create
a work of art using various blacksmith and locksmith techniques. As it is a physically demanding job,
all of them were young men. The participants brought their finished designs and models, which were
subsequently consulted with their studio and workshop teachers, and later realised in the workshop. The
workshop’s patron and generous benefactor was Ing. Marco Kyncl, vice-president of the Commercial
Foundry in Turnov. The most highly recognised work by the patron was the mechanical “Blacksmiths”
toy by Atilla Baltaev, a student of the hosting school. Another work awarded by the jury was “Sculpture
on the Mirror” by Tomas Vojtek, also a student of the Secondary School of Applied Arts in Turnov. Other
highly recognised works were realised by students of the Secondary School of Applied Arts and Vocati-
onal College of Jablonec nad Nisou, a Slovak student of the Private School of Applied Arts in Kremnice,
and a student of the Vocational College, Grammar School and Secondary Vocational School of Applied
Arts in Svétla nad Sazavou.

Zlatnictvi a stfibrnictvi

Zlatnictvi a stfibrnictvi ma na poradajici Skole velmi dlouhou tradici, vyroba Sperkd i dnes tvofi nejvétsi
¢ast odborné pripravy na SUPS a VOS Turnov. Ctyti zaci ze tfi $kol zde tvotili dila ze stibra a tombaku,
Casto doplnéna velmi netradi¢nimi materiadly. Téma ,Kontrasty” pojal kazdy z nich jinym zplsobem, né-
kdo kombinoval kontrast vzor( zvifecich kGzi na nékolika broZich, nékdo pracoval s filozofif Jing a Jang,
nékdo vidél kontrast v kombinaci Sperku a pracovniho odévu, nékoho zaujala dvoji tvar lidstva v pouziti
zcela odlisnych materiald na nahrdelniku. Pravé dilo , Dvoji tvar lidstva” Karoliny Srédlové, zakyné SS te-
mesel a sluzeb v Jablonci nad Nisou, bylo ocenéno vécnym darem patronem dilny panem Milanem Hejra-
lem, designérem Druzstva umélecké vyroby Granat Turnov.

Ale i vSechny ostatni prace mély velmi vysokou umeéleckofemesinou uroven.

Goldsmithery and Silversmithery

Goldsmithery and silversmithery has a long tradition in the hosting school. Jewellery production still
accounts for the largest part of the vocational training at the Secondary School of Applied Arts and Voca-
tional College of Turnov. Four students from three schools were creating works in silver and tombac that
were often accompanied by non-traditional materials. The topic “Contrasts” was approached by students
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in different ways: some combined animal skin patterns of contrast on several brooches, some worked
with the Jing and Jang philosophy, some saw the contrast in combining jewellery with working clothes,
others were captivated by two faces of humanity using contrasting materials on a necklace. The latter
was realised by Karolina Skrédlov4, a student of the Secondary School of Crafts and Services in Jablonec
nad Nisou. Her work called “Two Faces of Humanity” was awarded a prize by the workshop’s patron,
designer of the Cooperative for Art Production Granat Turnov, Mr Milan Hejral. The jury agreed to award
the work of Kristyna Machackova, a student of the Secondary School of Applied Arts and Vocational
College of Turnov. She created three brooch pendants called “Touches of Skin”. Other works were also
of high arts and crafts level.

Stfedni Skola femesel a sluzeb vznikla v padesatych letech minulého stoleti pdvodné jako ucilisté pro
vyuku tradi¢nich sklarskych a bizuternich femesel. Skola v pribé&hu let prodélala mnoZstvi transforma-
ci, zmén a stéhovani. Po roce 1989 byl zkolaudovan novy aredl ve Smetanové ulici, kde toto vzdélavaci
zatizeni naslo novy domov. Skola disponuje mimo jiné také domovem mladeZe, velkou $kolni jidelnou
a sportovnim arealem. Dnes $kola nabizi Siroké mnozstvi obord, jak uz nazev napovida, prfedevsim z ob-

lasti femesel a sluzeb.

The High School of Crafts and Services was established in the 1950’s. It originally served as a voca-
tional school teaching traditional glassmaking and costume jewellery crafts. The school has undergone
several transformations, changes and relocations over the years. After 1989 a new premises in Smeta-
nova street, where this educational facility found a new home, was officially approved. The school also
includes a student dormitory, a large school canteen and sports ground. Nowadays the school offers
a wide range of specializations, namely from the field of crafts and services, as the name hints.
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Stribrnictvi - netradi¢ni materialy

V jablonecké dilné stribrnictvi a zlatnictvi se seslo celkem osm Gcastnikd — tyfi divky z nasi skoly, dva-
krat byla zastoupena turnovska Sperkarska Skola, jedna divka reprezentovala jabloneckou prlimyslovou
skolu a ze slovenské Kremnice pfijela jedna Ucastnice. V této dilné se vytvofila baje¢na parta mladych lidi,
ktefi zhotovovali origindlni Sperky podle vlastnich ndvrh(, prevazné ze stfibra, alpaky i obecnych kovd,
a dopliiovali je o netradi¢ni materialy jako drevo, drahé kameny, sklo, umélou hmotu, zrcatko a podobné.
Kombinaci starych zlatnickych technik (tvarovani, fezani, vrtani, pilovani, pajeni apod.) s novymi (rGzné
druhy povrchovych Uprav a doplnkd) vznikla osobita dila ve formé zavésd, brozi, prstend, nausnic a retézd

plnd invence, napaditosti a originality, ktera jasné charakterizuji svého nositele, prinadseji nové podnéty,
a tim vyznamné ovliviiuji vkus mladych lidi. V dnesni dobé, kdy se fada Sperkl vyrabi strojové, se femeslo
a rucni prace cenf o to vice.

a Zlatnictvi Milan Ulbrych, které udélily ocenéni nékolika ucastniklim pfimo na pracovisti.
Silversmithery - non-traditional materials

Eight participants altogether met in the Jablonec silversmithery and goldsmithery workshop — four
girls from our school, two representatives of Turnov jewellery school, one girl who represented Jablonec
industrial high school and, last but not least, one participant came from Kremnica in Slovakia. A fabulous
group of young people got together in this workshop and created unique jewellery pieces of their own
designs mainly using silver, nickel silver and general metals, and adding non-traditional materials such as
wood, precious stones, glass, plastic, mirrors, etc. Combining old goldsmith techniques (forming, cutting,
drilling, filing, soldering, etc.) with new ones (various types of metal finishing and accessories) they gave
rise to unusual works of art in the form of pendants, brooches, rings, earrings and chains full of invention,
imaginativeness and originality which clearly characterise the wearer and bring new trends, thus notably
influencing young people’s taste. Nowadays when most jewellery is machine-made, craft and hand-
-made pieces are valued all the more. Soliter a.s., Kov a sperk Vladimir Hejral and Zlatnictvi Milan Ulbrych
were patrons of the workshop and gave their awards to several participants directly at the workplace.
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PORADATEL - SEVEROCESKE MUZEUM V LIBERCI

V roce konani ¢tvrtého Sympozia uméleckoprlimyslovych skol Libereckého kraje oslavilo Severoceské
muzeum 140. vyroci svého zalozeni (1873). Po celou dobu existence bylo v tésném kontaktu s odbornymi
a uméleckoprdimyslovymi skolami zdejsiho regionu.

V duchu této tradice se podili Severoceské muzeum na pfipravach Sympozia umeéleckopriimyslovych
kol Libereckého kraje od prvniho ro¢niku do soucasnosti. Nejlepsi prace z jednotlivych kategorii ze viech
dosavadnich sympozii pfesly do sbirek Severoceského muzea a diky tomu zde vznikla velice zajimava ko-
lekce originalnich studentskych dél.

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Sobota 14. zafi - slavnostni zahajeni

umélct seslo vice nez sedmdesat. Ti vsichni se v sobotu 14. zafi sesli v prostorach Severoceského muzea
v Liberci, aby byli pfitomni slavnostnimu zahajeni letosniho ro¢niku, které si nenechali ujit rovnéz zastupci
Skol, poradatell a pozvani hosté spolecné s osobnostmi vefejného zivota. Pripravenym programem pro-
vazel pan Oldrich Palata, hudebni zpestfeni zajistoval jazz-swingovy soubor zakd Apple Saxes ze Zakladni
Skoly a Zakladni umeélecké 3koly v Liberci. Uvodniho slova se ujal feditel Severo¢eského muzea v Liberci
Magr. Jifi K¥izek spole¢né s Alenou Losovou, dipl. um., ¢lenkou rady Libereckého kraje povérenou fizenim
resortu Skolstvi, mladeze a zaméstnanosti. Ta pfivitala pfitomné v publiku a poprala ucastnikiim Sympozia
mnoho zdaru v jejich praci pfi tvorbé dila. Zaroven pfislibila, Zze navstivi vsechny dilny, v kterych prace
budou probihat, aby dostate¢né nasala atmosféru soutézniho setkani.

Dopoledne bylo vénovano jesté poslednim dokoncovacim pracim, nasledné se komple-
tovaly pravodni listy a pokyny k instalaci dél. Pak jiz vytvory nabraly smér Severoceské muzeum v Liberci,
kde cekala pracovniky muzea nelehka prace spojena s vybalovanim, kompletovanim a instalaci vytvor(,
a to vde muselo byt pfipraveno na sobotni prohlidku dél porotou a nedéini vernisaz. Jaky rozdil oproti
Ucastnikdm Sympozia, ktefi si mohli kone¢né vydechnout a plné se vénovat doprovodnému programu.
A tak turnovsti kovafi a zlatnici absolvovali exkurzi do slévarny, prohlidku synagogy a zamku Hruby Ro-
hozec.

sklarskych vytvarnikd. Vystava poskytla predevsim sklardim, ale nejen jim, pozoruhodny zazitek. V ¢ase
navratu zacinalo osazenstvo myslet na porotu, ktera pravé v téch chvilich posuzovala dila.

Nedéle 22. zafi — zakonceni a vernisaz

Nedéle byla dnem, kdy se Ctvrty ro¢nik Sympozia uzaviel a bude se cekat dlouhé tfi roky na dalsi
pokracovani. Pravé proto kazdy chtél byt svédkem slavnostniho zakonceni a sal v Severoceském muzeu
v Liberci praskal ve Svech. Moderovani se ujal osvédceny rétor pan Oldrich Palata, ktery s noblesou sobé
vlastni proved! pfitomné témér dvouhodinovym ceremonialem. Ke zpfijemnéni atmosféry prispivaly dva
hudebni soubory — 35 ¢lenny pévecky soubor Sklenénky z Vyssi odborné skoly sklarské a Stredni Skoly
v Novém Boru a soubor bicich nastroji Aries slozeny ze soucasnych i byvalych zakt Zakladni Skoly a Za-
kladni umélecké skoly v Liberci. Z pozvanych vyznamnych hostl vystoupila za poradajici Liberecky kraj
Skolska radni Alena Losova a rovnéz Ing. Eva Bartoriova, ndméstkyné ministra skolstvi, mladeze a télovy-
chovy. Obé damy se rovnéz ujaly prfedavani pamétnich listd a ocenéni Ucastnikim Sympozia. Po predani
ocenéni jiz nezbylo nez prestfinnout pasku a oficidlné tak otevfit vystavu a potésit se dily, ktera vznikla
v pribéhu Sympozia.
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Saturday, 14 September — ceremonial opening

Participants in the fourth year of the Symposium of Applied Art Schools started to gather on Wed-
nesday evening, with the greatest distance being travelled by foreign participants from Bulgaria and
Slovakia. Competitors from the Vysocina Region and local artists from the Liberec Region raised the flag
for Czech art. Over 70 promising young artists took part in the Symposium. They gathered on Saturday,
14 September at the North Bohemian Museum in Liberec, so that all were present at the opening of
this year’s Symposium, which was also attended by representatives of schools, organisers and invited
guests and celebrities. OldFich Palata guided us through the programme and musical entertainment was
provided by the Apple Saxes jazz-swing ensemble from the Elementary School and Elementary School
of Art in Liberec. Jifi KFizek, the director of the North Bohemian Museum in Liberec, gave the opening
speech together with Alena Losovd, member of the Liberec Region Council and head of the Department
of Education, Youth and Employment. She welcomed those present and wished the participants of the
Symposium much success in the creation of their work. She also promised to visit all the workshops in
order to be able to immerse herself as deeply as possible in the atmosphere of the competition. After the
official events, the fourth year of the International Competition Show of Work by students of art schools,
chiefly focusing on working with glass and rare metals, was launched and the participants were able to
go to their workshops.

Sunday, 15 September - the workshops get underway

There was no time to waste, because there was a lot of work and not enough time. This is why the 14
workshops came alive and the first work began early in the morning before the official competition start
time. The workshop masters started the fires below the furnaces, sharpened tools and started consulting
about the young artists’ ideas. Don't forget the compulsory occupational safety instruction and work can
begin!

Monday, 16 September - start of the competition and reception at town halls

Monday was the first official working day of the Symposium. The participants were also shown where
they would be accommodated, which frequently also included a visit to the local town hall. For exam-
ple, the temporary Novy Bor artists from Slovakia and Bulgaria accepted an invitation by the Mayor of
Novy Bor. School councillor Alena Losova started her journey around the workshops and the artists at
workshops in Jablonec nad Nisou and in Zelezny Brod were the first to see her. The patrons were also
introduced to the artists at individual workshops. The media also started to show interest and so the first
pictures of the Symposium were taken by the Liberec Regional Television and Jablonec RTM TV at the
workshops of the Secondary Applied Art School and Higher Vocational School in Jablonec nad Nisou.

Tuesday, 17 September - in full swing

Having barely recovered from the first day of work the participants now had to get in gear for day
two. There was no lack of media presence at the workshops. Even Czech Television was present, which
shows the reputation that the Symposium has acquired. But work isnt everything, so the participants in
Novy Bor visited the Glassworks Museum and the participants in Jablonec happily posed for the docu-
mentalist from the North Bohemian Museum in Liberec.

Wednesday, 18 September - there is still time, but...

On Wednesday the working part of the Symposium progressed into its second half. Those who were
behind had to work faster. Those who had their work in hand were able to take things a little easier
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or simply finish off the last details. But the second half of the Symposium was the right time to start
activities on the accompanying programme. For example, the glass painters, flat glass workers and glass
workers in Novy Bor took a trip to the TGK Company in Skalice.

Thursday, 19 September - entering the final straight

Today was the last day to catch up on work. Those participants who were nearly finished could focus
on the accompanying programme or rest. The artists from Novy Bor and Kamenicky Senov were not idle
and set out on a trip to the Glassworks Museum in Kamenicky Senov and took a trip to Panskd Skéla.

Friday, 20 September - installing the work

Finished! The morning was devoted to the final finishing work and the accompanying sheets and
installation instructions for the work were assembled. The artworks then set out in the direction of the
North Bohemian Museum in Liberec, where museum workers were ready to tackle the complicated work
of unpacking, assembling and installing. Everything had to be ready for an examination of the works by
the jury on Saturday and the vernissage on Sunday. The Symposium participants meanwhile were finally
able to take a break and enjoy the accompanying programme. The blacksmiths and goldsmiths from
Turnov visited the foundry and toured the synagogue and Hruby Rohozec Chateau. Participants from
Novy Bor climbed Kli¢ (Key) Mountain. The young talents in Senov took part in a discussion with famous
artist and glass sculpture innovator René Roubicek and artists from the two Jablonec schools visited the
Museum of Glass and Costume Jewellery in Jablonec nad Nisou.

Saturday, 21 September - joint trip and the jury in action

The cold Saturday morning was perfect for a joint trip. All the participants of this year's Symposium
set out in the direction of Prague. Their destination was Queen Anne’s Summer Chateau, where the
Stanislav Libensky Award 2013 exhibition was installed. This exhibition presented an exceptionally inspi-
ring collection of work by the youngest generation of glass artists. The exhibition was an extraordinary
experience mainly for the glass workers, but also for the other participants. As the time came to return,
the participants’ thoughts turned to the jury, which was in the process of evaluating their works.

Sunday, 22 September - end and vernissage

Sunday was the last day of the fourth Symposium before another long three years’ wait for the next
event. This was why everyone wanted to see the ceremonial closing. The hall of the North Bohemian
Museum in Liberec was full to bursting. Experienced speaker Oldfich Palata moderated the event and
gracefully guided those present through the two-hour ceremony. Two music ensembles contributed
towards creating a pleasant atmosphere: the 35-member Sklenénky choir from the Higher Vocational
School of Glass Working and Secondary School in Novy Bor and the Aries drum group made up of current
and former students of the Elementary School and Elementary School of Art in Liberec. Alena Losova,
School Councillor for the Liberec Region (which organised the event) and Eva Bartorovd, Deputy Minister
of Education, Youth and Sports were among invited guests representing the Liberec Region. Both ladies
also presented the certificates and awards to participants of the Symposium. After the awards ceremony
the only things left to do were to cut the tape and officially open the exhibition and take pleasure in the
works of art, which were created during the Symposium.
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
